We
are daughters, sons, grandchildren and great-grandchildren of
WW 11 era soldiers, Holocaust survivors, partisan resistance
fighters, and American patriots. We are their legacy.

Following WW I, Killingly and nearby towns welcomed Jewish
Holocaust survivors who settled in and around Killingly and
Plainfield. Neighboring churches, residents and business
owners of all faiths supported the building of Temple Beth Israel
which thrived for decades.

Today, TBIPS is committed to honoring the spirit of community
partnership which promotes tolerance and respect among
neighbors. At the core of our mission is preserving and
honoring the memories of the six million Jews and five million
other innocents who perished in the Holocaust. We also honor
the sacrifices of US men and women who served in the armed
forces during WW 11 fighting the Nazi regime.

Recently, our representative likened Connecticut’s governor to
Hitler.
